WAS A COPY OF THE FAMOUS NORTH AMERICAN AT-6 WHICH WAS
USED BY MANY AIR FORCES AROUND THE WORLD. IT WAS DESIGNED
AS AN ADVANCED TRAINER, BUT WAS USED FOR LIGHT ATTACK,
PHOTOGRAPHY, SPOTTING, AND SOMETIMES AS A SQUADRON ''TAXI.' '

ON SEPTEMBER 28, 1938 THE FIRST HARVARD WAS FLOWN. THE VERY
LAST MODEL WAS THE HARVARD MKIV AND THIS IS THE LAST ONE
MANUFACTURED, SERIAL #270.

THE ORIGINAL HARVARDS WERE POWERED BY PRATT & WHITNEY 1340
CUBIC INCH ENGINES, DEVELOPING 600 H.P. TH]S HARVARD IS
MODIFIED WITH A lOOO H.P. WRIGHT 1820 ENGINE WITH A 3-BLADE
PROPELLER. EIGHT FEET HAS BEEN CLIPPED FROM THE WING, AND IT
HAS A FULLY RETRACTABLE TAILWHEEL. IT ALSO HAS A FLUSH
RIVETED CENTER SECTION,T2S WHEELS AND SPOT BRAKES.
EMPTY WEIGHT REMAINS VIRTUALLY THE SAME AS A STOCK
HARVARD, 43OO LBS.
